March 19, 2003, Washington, DC:  The U.S.-Vietnam Trade Council - Education Forum is pleased to be conducting a study mission on Intellectual Property Rights for a delegation from Vietnam led by the Vice Minister Tran Chien Thang of the Ministry of Culture and Information (MOCI).  The delegation will be in Washington, DC from March 25 to April 2, 2003.  The program is supported through a grant from the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) towards implementation of the US-Vietnam Bilateral Trade Agreement (BTA).

Delegates will focus on studying U.S. and other IPR regimes including legislation, judicial systems related to enforcement, and public awareness activities.  They will also examine and discuss international Intellectual Property Conventions, Vietnam’s BTA obligations relating to protection and enforcement of intellectual property, and related issues stemming from Vietnam’s bid to join the World Trade Organization.  The delegation will meet with the U.S. Government, legal practitioners, and industry experts, including consultations and workshops with the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office, U.S. Copyright Office, U.S. Department of State, U.S. Trade Representative, U.S. Department of Justice, U.S. Court of Appeals for the Federal Circuit, U.S. Custom Services and relevant representatives from the private sector and trade associations.  

The U.S.-Vietnam Trade Council has worked on economic and political normalization between the two countries for the last decade.  Its educational affiliate, the U.S.-Vietnam Trade Council - Education Forum, has since 1997 provided technical assistance to Vietnam on issues relating to the BTA and international global integration including Vietnam’s accession to WTO.
